1. Plan two ways out of each room. The first way out should be the door and the second way out could
be another door or a window.

2. Choose a special meeting place for everyone that is outside the home and mark it on the floor plan.
It should be the same place all the time.

3. Make sure everyone understands the planned escape routes. Have a fire drill at least once a month.

Change the route each time you practice so everyone can be ready from any part of the home.
